STUDENT RIGHTS AND RESPONSIBILITIES

Each year, the superintendent shall develop and make available to all students, their parents
and staff handbooks pertaining to student rights, conduct, corrective actions and punishment.
Such statements shall be developed with the participation of parents and the community. The
school principal and staff shall confer at least annually to develop and/or review student
conduct standards and the uniform enforcement of those standards as related to the
established student handbooks. They shall also confer annually to establish criteria for
determining when certificated employees must complete classes to improve classroom
management skills.

All students who attend the district's schools shall comply with the written policies, rules and
regulations of the schools, shall pursue the required course of studies, and shall submit to the
authority of staff of the schools, subject to such corrective action or punishment as the school
officials shall determine.

SAFETY AND CIVILITY IN SCHOOLS

Vision

Students and staff learn and work in schools that are free from violence, intimidation, threats,
harassment and fear. Because of wise, consistent enforcement of the rules and ethical
decision making by both youth and adults, the school environment is attractive to students
and creates the most favorable conditions in which to learn.

Structure
A. Building Level: Creating An Orderly Environment for Learning

Each school community is unique to the adults and students who work and study in it.
Therefore, each school shall develop a plan to promote safety and civility for all. The
plan shall:

1.

Include the assessment of all aspects of the school facility, the daily schedule and the
program of instruction and activities which identifies conditions that may pose a
threat to the safety of staff, students and guests on campus;

Respond to the opinions and concerns of students, parents, staff and the community in
identifying goals and priorities for action;

Establish goals for improvement, and identify how progress toward those goals will
be assessed;

Include both the district-level and consistent building rules, plus procedures and
systems to be used to assure safe behavior at all times and the efforts to be made to
promote ethical decision making by youth and adults; and

Be approved by the superintendent, reviewed and renewed annually and reported to
the Board annually.

B. District Level: Providing Leadership and Support for Orderly Schools

Each school’s capacity to implement its plan depends upon the district for leadership and
support. The superintendent shall review and approve the schools’ plans and shall
develop a long range plan for the district to support those plans. The district plan shall
give consideration to:

1.

2.

Identification of the financial and human resources needed to support the school
plans;

Conducting an audit of the district’s needs and accomplishments for review by the
district’s School Safety and Civility Committee composed of parents, students, staff
and members of the community;

Establishing regular communications and cooperative agreements with law
enforcement organizations, social service agencies, and other groups in the
community for the purpose of developing the community-wide capacity to support
and reinforce the schools’ plans for safety and ethical decision making;



4. Assisting each school regularly to survey student, parent, and others’ opinions both to
help develop safety and civility plans and to measure progress; and

5. Providing curricular and instructional support to the schools, enabling them to
incorporate concerns for ethical decision making into the regular learning program.

The superintendent shall report to the Board annually regarding progress on matters of
safety and civility in each school and throughout the district.

Accountability (Monitoring For Results)

An information system shall be developed to enable each school and the district to assess
progress toward their safety and civility goals. Data regarding incidents which significantly
impair the safe environment of schools and how those incidents were resolved shall be kept
and reported annually. Surveys of student, staff, parent and community opinion shall be
conducted regularly both to measure progress toward goals and to review and adjust plans
and actions that promote safety and civility. The board shall schedule at least one meeting
each year at which issues of safety and civility, the efforts of the schools and staff and the
recommendations of the district School Safety and Civility Committee are the primary focus
of attention.

Community Advocacy

A district Safety and Civility Committee shall be formed to assist the district in assessing its
needs and making recommendations to the board regarding plans and actions to promote
safety and civility. The Committee shall include staff, parents, students and community
leaders with particular information or experience to contribute to the work of the Committee.
A specific task of the committee shall be to establish the range of corrective actions to be
imposed for exceptional misconduct by students.

Schools shall involve students, staff and parents in the development of their plans to promote
safety and civility. Polling, community meetings and participation in the meetings of other
organizations shall be used to understand the public’s concerns and expectations and to
explain the work of the district and schools to enhance safety and civility.

Each year the board shall devote one of its meetings to the needs, goals and progress being
made with regard to safety and civility in the schools. The meeting is intended to summarize
progress in the previous year and develop plans for the coming year. It is also intended to be
a forum for discussion in order to continue the engagement of all who care about safety and
civility in the schools.

PROHIBITION OF HARASSMENT, INTIMIDATION AND BULLYING

The District is committed to a safe and civil educational environment for all students,
employees, volunteers and patrons, free from harassment, intimidation or bullying.
“Harassment, intimidation or bullying” means any intentionally written message or image,
including those that are electronically transmitted, a verbal, or physical act, including but not
limited to one shown to be motivated by any characteristic in RCW 9A.36.080(3), (race,
color, religion, ancestry, national origin, gender, sexual orientation or mental or physical
disability), or other distinguishing characteristics, when an act:

e Physically harms a student or damages the student’s property; or

e Has the effect of substantially interfering with a student’s education; or

e Is so severe, persistent or pervasive that it creates an intimidating or threatening
educational environment; or

e Has the effect of substantially disrupting the orderly operation of the school.

Nothing in this section requires the affected student to actually possess a characteristic that is
a basis for the harassment, intimidation or bullying. “Other distinguishing characteristics”
can include but are not limited to: physical appearance, clothing or other apparel,
socioeconomic status, gender identity and marital status. Harassment, intimidation or
bullying can take many forms including: slurs, rumors, jokes, innuendos, demeaning
comments, drawings, cartoons, pranks, gestures, physical attacks, threats or other written,
oral, physical or electronically transmitted messages or images. “Intentional acts” refers to
the individual’s choice to engage in the act rather than the ultimate impact of the action(s).

This policy is not intended to prohibit expression of religious, philosophical, or political
views, provided that the expression does not substantially disrupt the educational
environment. Many behaviors that do not rise to the level of harassment, intimidation or
bullying may still be prohibited by other district policies or building, classroom or program
rules.

This policy is a component of the district’s responsibility to create and maintain a safe, civil,
respectful and inclusive learning community and is to be implemented in conjunction with
comprehensive training of staff and volunteers, including the education of students in
partnership with families and the community. This policy is to be implemented in
conjunction with the Comprehensive Safe Schools Plan that includes prevention,
intervention, crisis response, recovery and annual review. Employees, in particular, are
expected to support the dignity and safety of all members of the school community.

Depending upon the frequency and severity of the conduct, intervention, counseling,
correction, discipline and/or referral to law enforcement will be used to remediate the impact
on the victim and the climate and change the behavior of the perpetrator. This includes



appropriate intervention, restoration of a positive climate and support for victims and others
impacted by the violation. False reports or retaliation for harassment, intimidation and
bullying also constitute violations of this policy.

The superintendent is authorized to direct the development and implementation of
procedures addressing the elements of this policy, consistent with the complaint and
investigation components of Procedure 6590, Sexual Harassment.

PROHIBITION OF HARASSMENT, INTIMIDATION AND BULLYING

Informal Complaint Process: Anyone may use informal procedures to report and resolve
complaints of harassment, intimidation or bullying. At the building level, programs may be
established for receiving anonymous complaints. Such complaints must be appropriately
investigated and handled consistent with due process requirements. Informal reports may be
made to any staff member, although staff shall always inform complainants of their right to,
and the process for, filing a formal complaint. Staff shall also direct potential complainants to
an appropriate staff member who can explain the informal and formal complaint processes
and what a complainant can expect. Staff shall also inform an appropriate supervisor or
designated staff person when they receive complaints of harassment, intimidation or
bullying, especially when the complaint is beyond their training to resolve or alleges serious
misconduct.

Informal remedies include an opportunity for the complainant to explain to the alleged
perpetrator that the conduct is unwelcome, disruptive or inappropriate, either in writing or
face-to-face; a statement from a staff member to the alleged perpetrator that the alleged
conduct is not appropriate and could lead to discipline if proven or repeated; or a general
public statement from an administrator in a building reviewing the district harassment,
intimidation and bullying policy without identifying the complainant. Informal complaints
may become formal complaints at the request of the complainant, parent, guardian or because
the district believes the complaint needs to be more thoroughly investigated.

Formal Complaint Process: Anyone may initiate a formal complaint of harassment,
intimidation or bullying, even if the informal complaint process is being utilized.
Complainants should not be promised confidentiality at the onset of an investigation. It
cannot be predicted what will be discovered or what kind of hearings may result. Efforts
should be made to increase the confidence and trust of the person making the complaint. The
district will fully implement the anti-retaliation provisions of this policy to protect
complainant(s) and witness(es). Student complainants and witnesses may have a parent or
trusted adult with them, if requested, during any district-initiated investigatory activities. The
superintendent or designated compliance officer (hereinafter referred to as the compliance
officer) may conclude that the district needs to conduct an investigation based on information
in their possession regardless of the complainant’s interest in filing a formal complaint. The
following process shall be followed:

A. All formal complaints shall be in writing. Formal complaints shall set forth the specific
acts, conditions or circumstances alleged to have occurred that may constitute
harassment, intimidation or bullying. The compliance officer may draft the complaint
based on the report of the complainant, for the complainant to review and sign.



B. Regardless of the complainant’s interest in filing a formal complaint, the compliance
officer may conclude that the district needs to draft a formal complaint based upon the
information in the officer’s possession.

C. The compliance officer shall investigate all formal, written complaints of harassment,
intimidation or bullying, and other information in the compliance officer’s possession
that the officer believes requires further investigation.

D. When the investigation is completed the compliance officer shall compile a full written
report of the complaint and the results of the investigation. If the matter has not been
resolved to the complainant’s satisfaction, the superintendent shall take further action on
the report.

E. The superintendent or designee, who is not the compliance officer, shall respond in
writing to the complainant and the accused within thirty days stating:

1. That the district intends to take corrective action; or
2. That the investigation is incomplete to date and will be continuing; or

3. That the district does not have adequate evidence to conclude that bullying,
harassment or intimidation occurred.

F. Corrective measures deemed necessary will be instituted as quickly as possible, but in no
event more than thirty days after the superintendent’s written response, unless the
accused is appealing the imposition of discipline and the district is barred by due process
considerations or a lawful order from imposing the discipline until the appeal process is
concluded.

G. If a student remains aggrieved by the superintendent’s response, the student may pursue
the complaint as one of discrimination pursuant to Policy 3210, Nondiscrimination, or a
complaint pursuant to Policy 4220, Complaints Concerning Staff or Programs.

A fixed component of all district orientation sessions for employees, students and regular
volunteers shall introduce the elements of this policy. Staff will be provided information on
recognizing and preventing harassment, intimidation or bullying. Staff shall be fully
informed of the formal and informal complaint processes and their roles and responsibilities
under the policy and procedure. Certificated or professionally licensed staff shall be
reminded of their legal responsibility to report suspected child abuse, and how that
responsibility may be implicated by some allegations of harassment, intimidation or bullying.
Classified employees and regular volunteers shall get the portions of this component of
orientation relevant to their rights and responsibilities.

Students will be provided with age-appropriate information on the recognition and
prevention of harassment, intimidation and bullying, and their rights and responsibilities
under this and other district policies and rules at student orientation sessions and on other
appropriate occasions, which may include parents. Parents shall be provided with copies of
this policy and procedure and appropriate materials on the recognition and prevention of
harassment, intimidation and bullying including electronically transmitted messages or
images.

NONDISCRIMINATION

The district shall provide equal educational opportunity and treatment for all students in all
aspects of the academic and activities program without regard to race, creed, color, national
origin, sex, sexual orientation or non-program-related physical, sensory or mental disabilities
(RCW 49.60 Law against Discrimination). District programs shall be free from sexual

harassment.

The superintendent shall provide for the annual evaluation, periodic surveys, annual notice
and complaint procedures as required by law to insure that there is in fact equal opportunity

for all students in the district.

The board shall designate a staff member to serve as affirmative action/ Title IX compliance

officer.

FREEDOM OF EXPRESSION

The free expression of student opinion is an important part of education in a democratic society.
Students' verbal and written expression of opinion on school premises is to be encouraged so long as
it does not substantially disrupt the operation of the school. Students are expressly prohibited from
the use of vulgar and/or offensive terms in classroom or assembly settings.

The superintendent shall develop guidelines assuring that students are able to enjoy free expression of
opinion while maintaining orderly conduct of the school.

A. Student Publications

Student publications produced as part of the school's curriculum or with the support of the
associated student body fund are intended to serve both as vehicles for instruction and student
communication. They are operated and substantively financed by the district. Material appearing
in such publications should reflect all areas of student interest, including topics about which there
may be controversy and dissent. Controversial issues may be presented provided that they are
treated in depth and represent a variety of viewpoints. Such materials may not: be libelous,
obscene or profane; cause a substantial disruption of the school, invade the privacy of others;
demean any race, religion, sex, or ethnic group: or, advocate the violation of the law or advertise
tobacco products, liquor, illicit drugs, or drug paraphernalia.

The superintendent shall develop guidelines to implement these standards and shall establish
procedures for the prompt review of any materials which appear not to comply with the standards.

B. Distribution of Materials

Publications or other material written by students may be distributed on school premises in
accordance with procedures developed by the superintendent. Such procedures may impose limits
on the time, place, and manner of distribution including prior authorization for the posting of such
material on school property.

Students responsible for the distribution of material which leads to a substantial disruption of
school activity or otherwise interferes with school operations shall be subject to corrective action
or punishment, including suspension or expulsion, consistent with student discipline policies.

Materials shall not be distributed on school grounds by non-students and non-employees of the
district.

FREEDOM OF ASSEMBLY

Individual students and student organizations may meet in school rooms or auditoriums, or at
outdoor locations on school grounds, to discuss, pass resolutions and take other lawful action
respecting any matter which directly or indirectly concerns or affects them, whether or not it
relates to school. Such activities shall not be permitted to interfere with the normal operation
of the school.

Peaceful demonstrations are permissible, though they are to be held in designated places
where they shall present no hazards to persons or property and at designated times that shall
not disrupt classes or other school activities.

STUDENT DRESS

Preserving a beneficial learning environment and assuring the safety and well-being of all
students are primary concerns of the board of directors.

Students' choices in matters of dress should be made in consultation with their parents.

Student dress shall only be regulated when, in the judgment of school administrators, there is
a reasonable expectation that:

A. A health or safety hazard shall be presented by the student's dress or appearance
including possible membership in a gang or hate groups;

B. Damage to school property shall result from the student's dress; or

C. A material and substantial disruption of the educational process will result from the
students' dress or appearance.

For the purpose of this policy, a material and substantial disruption of the educational
process may be found to exist when a student's conduct is inconsistent with any part of the
educational mission of the school district. Prohibited conduct includes the use of lewd,
sexual, drug, tobacco or alcohol-related messages, gang-related apparel.

The uniforms of nationally recognized youth organizations, and clothing worn in observance
of a student’s religion, are not subject to this policy.

The superintendent shall establish procedures providing guidance to students, parents, and
staff regarding appropriate student dress in school or while engaging in extracurricular
activities. Such procedures shall ensure that any student wearing, carrying, or displaying
gang-related apparel, or exhibiting behavior or gestures which symbolize gang membership,
or causing and/or participating in activities which intimidate or affect the attendance of
another student shall be asked, with notice to his or her parents, to make appropriate
corrections and be subject to discipline if the corrections are not undertaken.

STUDENT PRIVACY AND SEARCHES

At certain ages, students attain the right to decide for themselves what records will remain
confidential, even from their parents, and what activities the student will participate in. At
age eighteen students become legal adults and must approve any disclosure of information
about themselves from school records, except directory information if a request for
confidentiality has not been filed. Students at age eighteen may also sign releases,
authorizations or permission slips to participate in school activities, and may sign themselves
out of school and authorize their own absences. Students between sixteen and eighteen who
have been granted legal emancipation from their parents or guardians have the same rights as
eighteen year old students. Students over fourteen years of age have the right to keep private
from everyone any district records indicating that they have been tested or treated for a
sexually transmitted disease. Students thirteen years and older have confidentiality rights in
records regarding drug, alcohol or mental health treatment. All students have confidentiality
rights in family planning or abortion records.

A. Searches of Students and Personal Property
Personal privacy is a fundamental aspect of individual liberty. All students possess the
constitutional right to be secure in their persons, papers, and effects against unreasonable
searches and seizures. Staff shall take particular care to respect students' privacy.

School officials have authority to maintain order and discipline in the schools and to
protect students from exposure to illegal drugs, weapons, and contraband. The
superintendent, the principal, and other staff designated by the superintendent shall have
the authority to conduct reasonable searches on school property as provided by board

policy.

A search is required when there are reasonable grounds to suspect a student has a firearm
on school grounds, transportation or at school events.

Prior to conducting a search, school officials shall ask that the student consent to be
searched by removing all items from pockets or other personal effects. If the student
refuses to consent to the search, school officials may proceed to search the student, the
student's personal belongings, and the student's locker, as follows:

1. Any search of a student conducted by a school district employee must be reasonably
related to the discovery of contraband or other evidence of a student's violation of the
law or school rules.

For the purpose of this policy, “contraband” means items, materials, or substances the
possession of which is prohibited by law or district policy, including but not limited
to, controlled substances, alcoholic beverages, tobacco products, or any object that
can reasonably be considered a firearm or a dangerous weapon.



2. Staff shall conduct searches in a manner which is not excessively intrusive in light of
the age and sex of the student and the nature of the suspected infraction.

No student shall be subject to a strip search or body cavity search by school staff.

School officials may consult with local law enforcement officials regarding the
advisability of a search on school premises by a law enforcement officer if evidence of
criminal activity is likely to be seized.

The superintendent shall develop procedures regulating searches of students and their
personal property.

B. Locker Searches
Students may be assigned lockers for storing and securing their books, school supplies,
and personal effects. Lockers, desks, and storage areas are the property of the school
district. No right nor expectation of privacy exists for any student as to the use of any
space issued or assigned to a student by the school and such lockers and other spaces are
subject to search in accordance with district policy.

No student may use a locker, desk, or storage area as a depository for any substance or
object which is prohibited by law or school rules or which poses a threat to the health,
safety or welfare of the occupants of the school building or the building itself.

Any student's locker, desk, or other storage area shall be subject to search if reasonable
grounds exist to suspect that the search will yield evidence of the student's violation of
the law or school rules. Any search of an individual student's locker shall be conducted
according to board policy governing personal searches.

All student lockers may be searched at any time without prior notice and without
reasonable suspicion that the search will yield evidence of any particular student's
violation of the law or school rules. If the school official conducting such a search
develops a reasonable suspicion that any container inside the locker, including but not
limited to a purse, backpack, gym bag, or an article of clothing, contains evidence of a
student's violation of the law or school rules, the container may be searched according to
board policy governing personal searches.

The superintendent shall establish procedures for conducting searches of lockers, desks,
or storage areas.

STUDENT RECORDS

The district shall maintain those student records necessary for the educational guidance
and/or welfare of students, for orderly and efficient operation of schools and as required by
law. All information related to individual students shall be treated in a confidential and
professional manner. When information is released in compliance with state and federal law
the district and district employees are immune from civil liability unless they acted with
gross negligence or in bad faith. Student records are the property of the district but shall be
available in an orderly and timely manner to students and parents. “Parent” includes the state
department of social and health services when a minor student has been found dependent and
placed in state custody. A parent or adult student may challenge any information in a student
record believed inaccurate, misleading or in violation of the privacy or other rights of the
student.

Student records shall be forwarded to other school agencies upon request. A high school
student may grant authority to the district which permits prospective employers to review the
student's transcript. Parental or adult student consent shall be required before the district may
release student records other than to a school agency or organization, except as otherwise
provided by law.

A grades report, transcript, or diploma shall not be released until a student has made
restitution for damages assessed as a result of losing or damaging school materials or
equipment. If a student has transferred to another school district that has requested the
student's records, but the student has an outstanding fee or fine, only records pertaining to the
student's academic performance, special placement, immunization history and discipline
actions shall be sent to the enrolling school. The content of those records shall be
communicated to the enrolling district within two school days and copies of the records shall
be sent as soon as possible. The official transcript will not be released until the outstanding
fee or fine is discharged. The enrolling school shall be notified that the official transcript is
being withheld due to an unpaid fee or fine.

The superintendent shall establish procedures governing the content, management and
control of student records.

STUDENT RECORDS

Student records shall be managed by the district records custodian in the following manner:

Type of Records
Student records shall be divided into two categories: the cumulative folder and
supplementary records.

The cumulative folder may contain all information about a student which is collected and
maintained on a routine basis, such as identifying information (name, birth date, sex, year in
school, address, telephone number, parent's name, ethnic classification, emergency
information [parent's place of employment, family doctor, babysitter, siblings]); attendance
records including date of entry and withdrawal; grades and other student progress reports;
results of tests of school achievement, aptitude, interests, hearing and vision; health and
immunization status reports; records of school accomplishments and participation in school
activities; verified reports of misconduct, including a record of disciplinary action taken; and
such other information as shall enable staff to counsel with students and plan appropriate
activities. Identifying information may be limited if the student is a participant in the state
Address Confidentiality Program.

Supplementary records about a student may be collected and maintained in connection with
special school concerns about the student, such as confidential health information or reports
connected with assessment and placement of student who is formally identified as a “focus of
concern;” reports from nonschool persons and organizations such as physicians,
psychologists and clinics, except for general screening purposes; reports pertaining to
specific problems associated with the student; and current reports of psychological tests and
progress reports related to a student's disabling condition. All such reports included in
records shall be dated and signed.

For the purpose of this procedure, working notes of staff are defined as those records about
students which are maintained in the sole possession of the writer and are not accessible or
revealed to any other person except a substitute for that staff member. Working notes are not
considered student records within the purview of this procedure.

Accessibility of Student Records
Information contained in the cumulative folder and/or supplementary records shall be
provided to persons and agencies as follows:

Parents
Parents of dependent children have the right to inspect the cumulative folder and/or
supplementary records of their children.



A. The parent shall be provided analysis and interpretation by qualified staff of all
information in the cumulative folder and supplementary records. This action may be
initiated by the parent or a staff member. The review shall occur within 5 school business
days after a request is received unless a written explanation for the failure to do so is
supplied by the custodian of records. In no case shall the review occur later than 45 days
after the request is made.

B. Inspection and review shall be conducted during normal working hours, unless the
custodian (teacher, counselor, nurse, psychologist, principal) consents to other
arrangements. Custodians shall provide assistance in the interpretation and analysis of
student records as needed. Although records must remain within district control, they
may be copied or reproduced by or for the parent or eligible student at their own expense.

The Student

Information from the cumulative folder shall be interpreted to the student upon his/her
request. Information contained in supplementary records shall be interpreted to the student
upon his/her request and with the consent of the parent. The adult student may inspect his/her
cumulative folder and supplementary records. The right of access granted the parent or adult
student includes the right to be provided a list of the types of student-related education
records maintained by the school and the district. The parent and adult student shall have the
right to inspect or to be informed of the content of any record containing personally
identifiable information regarding more than one student, provided that the right to access
shall apply only to that portion of the record or document which relates to the student. Upon
graduation from high school, a student may request to receive a final transcript in addition to
the diploma.

Parents and adult students shall be notified annually of their right to inspect and review the
records of their children and their other rights under the Family Education Rights and
Privacy Act through the following notice:

The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) affords parents and students
over 18 years of age (“eligible students™) certain rights with respect to the student's
education records. They are:

1) The right to inspect and review the student's education records within 45 days of the
day the District receives a request for access. Parents or eligible students should
submit to the district records custodian a written request that identifies the record(s)
they wish to inspect. The records custodian will make arrangements for access and
notify the parent or eligible student of the time and place where the records may be
inspected.

2) The right to request the amendment of the student's education records that the parent
or eligible student believes are inaccurate or misleading. Parents or eligible students
may ask the district to amend a record that they believe is inaccurate or misleading.
They should write the school principal, clearly identify the part of the record they
want changed, and specify why it is inaccurate or misleading. If the District decides
not to amend the record as requested by the parent or eligible student, the District will
notify the parent or eligible student of the decision and advise them of their right to a
hearing regarding the request for amendment. Additional information regarding the
hearing procedures will be provided to the parent or eligible student when notified of
the right to a hearing.















When informing the parent or adult student about his/her rights regarding such records, the
district shall advise the parent or adult student that the information may be needed by the
student or the parent to establish eligibility for certain adult benefits, e.g., social security. At
the parent's or adult student's request, the record information relating to the disabling
condition shall be destroyed.

A parent or adult student, at his/her expense, may receive a copy of all records to be
transmitted to another district.

Large Scale Destruction of Student Records

After exercising care in accordance with that contained in the previous section (Disposition
of Student Records), the senior custodian shall bundle all records and send them to the
district office. Each bundle shall be plainly marked: “Student Records--for Destruction,”
dated and signed by the senior custodian. A summary sheet shall be completed and retained
in the office. The sheet shall indicate: “As of this date, I have determined that the following
records may be destroyed in accordance with district and state requirements and have
submitted them for destruction.” The summary sheet shall be dated and signed by the senior
custodian.

PARENT AND STUDENT RIGHTS IN FEDERAL PROGRAMS

All instructional materials, including supplementary materials and teachers manuals, used
with any survey, analysis or evaluation in a program or project supported by federal funds
are available for inspection by parents and guardians.

No student will be required as part of any project or program supported by federal funds to
submit to survey, analysis or evaluation that reveals information concerning:

1. Political affiliations;

2. Potentially embarrassing mental or psychological problems;

3. Sexual behavior and attitudes;

4. lllegal, anti-social, self-incriminating or demeaning behavior;

5. Critical appraisals of close family members;

6. Privileged or similar relationships;

7. Income other than information necessary to establish eligibility for a program;
without the prior consent of adult or emancipated students, or written permission of
parents.

STUDENT CONDUCT

The board acknowledges that conduct and behavior is closely associated to learning. An
effective instructional program requires a wholesome and orderly school environment. The
board requires that each student adhere to the rules of conduct and submit to corrective
action taken as a result of conduct violations. The rules of conduct are applicable during the
school day as well as during any school activity conducted on or off campus. Special rules
are also applicable while riding on a school bus.

Students are expected to:

A. Conform to reasonable standards of acceptable behavior;

B. Respect the rights, person and property of others;

C. Preserve the degree of order necessary for a positive climate for learning; and
D. Submit to the authority of staff and respond accordingly.

The superintendent shall develop written rules of conduct which will carry out the intent of
the board.

CLASSROOM MANAGEMENT, CORRECTIVE ACTIONS OR PUNISHMENT

All students shall submit to the reasonable rules of the district. Refusal to comply with
written rules and regulations established for the governing of the school shall constitute
sufficient cause for discipline, suspension or expulsion. Corrective action and/or punishment
for misconduct must reflect good faith effort on the part of the staff. For the purposes of the
district’s policies relating to corrective action or punishment:

A. “Expulsion” is the exclusion from school or individual classes for an indefinite period.

B. “Suspension” is the exclusion from school, or individual classes for a specific period of
time, after which the student has a right to return.

1. A suspension is “short term” if it is for a period of 10 consecutive school days or less.
Separate short-term suspensions shall not total more than 10 school days in a
semester for any student in grades K-4. Separate short-term suspensions shall not
total more than 15 days in a semester for a student in any other grade. Students’
grades shall not be affected substantially as a result of a short-term suspension.

2. Suspensions which exceed 10 consecutive school days are long-term suspensions.

C. “Discipline” constitutes all other forms of corrective action or punishment, including
brief exclusions from a class for not more than the remainder of the class period,
including exclusion from any other type of activity conducted by or for the district.
Discipline shall not adversely affect specific academic grade, subject, or graduation
requirements, so long as all required work is performed.

Prior to the imposition of a corrective action or punishment upon a special education student,
the school principal and special education staff who have knowledge of the student’s
disability will determine if there is a causal relationship between the disability and the
misconduct giving rise to the corrective action or punishment. When a relationship is found
to exist, special education programming procedures shall be employed.

Once a student is expelled in compliance with district policy, the expulsion shall be brought
to the attention of appropriate local and state authorities, including, but not limited to, the
local juvenile authorities acting pursuant to the statutes dealing with the Basic Juvenile Court
Act, in order that such authorities may address the student’s educational needs.

No student shall be expelled, suspended, or disciplined in any manner for the performance of
or failure to perform any act not related to the orderly operation of the school or school-
sponsored activities or any other aspect of the educational process.

The superintendent shall have the authority to discipline, suspend or expel students. The
superintendent shall identify the conditions under which a teacher may exclude a student



from his or her class and shall also designate which staff have the authority to initiate or to
impose discipline, suspensions or expulsions.

Parents and students shall be given notice of the standard of conduct the district requires
regarding drug and alcohol use, and a statement of the disciplinary sanctions for violations of
that standard.

1. Rights, Responsibilities, and Authority of Certificated Staff

Certificated staff shall share responsibility for supervising the behavior of students and
for maintaining the standards of conduct which have been established.

Certificated staff shall have the right to:

A.
B.

Expect students to comply with school rules.

Develop and/or review building rules relating to student conduct and control at least
once each year. Building rules shall be consistent with district rules relating to
student conduct and control.

Exclude a student from class for all or any portion of the period or for the balance of
the school day, or up to the following two days, or until the teacher has conferred
with the principal, whichever occurs first. Prior to excluding a student, the teacher
shall have attempted one or more corrective actions. In no case shall an excluded
student be returned for the balance of a period or up to the following two days
without the consent of the teacher.

Receive any complaint or grievance regarding corrective action or punishment of

students. They shall be given the opportunity to present their version of the incident
and to meet with the complaining party in the event that a conference is arranged.

Certificated staff shall have the responsibility to:

A.

(Principals shall) Distribute to students, parents and staff a publication defining the
rights, responsibilities and corrective action or punishment relating to student
behavior.

Observe the rights of students.

Enforce the rules of student conduct fairly, consistently, and without discrimination.
Any infractions shall be reported orally and in writing to the principal as soon as
possible regardless of any corrective actions taken by the teacher.

Maintain good order in the classroom, in the hallways, and on the playgrounds or
other common areas of the school, or while riding on school buses (field trip).
Maintain accurate attendance records and report all cases of truancy.

(Principals shall) Notify parents when students are suspended or expelled.

Set an appropriate example of personal conduct and avoid statements which may be
demeaning or personally offensive to any student or group of students.

Meet with a parent(s) within five (5) school days upon request to hear a complaint
regarding the use of classroom materials and/or teaching strategies that is being
employed in the classroom.

Certificated staff shall have the authority to:

A.

Use such reasonable action as is necessary to protect himself/ herself, a student, or
others from physical abuse or injury.

Remove a student from a class session for sufficient cause.

C. Detain a student after school for up to 40 minutes with due consideration for bus
transportation.

D. (Principals shall) Impose suspension or expulsion when appropriate.
2. Student Discipline
The methods employed in enforcing the rules of the school involve professional
judgment. Such judgment should be:
A. Consistent from day to day and student to student,
Balanced against the severity of the misconduct,
Appropriate to the student’s nature and prior behavior,
. Fair to the student, parent, and others, and
Effective.

Since these criteria may be in conflict, established procedures must be followed in
correcting misbehavior. Appeal procedures have been established in order to provide for
an opportunity for every corrective action or punishment to be reviewed by someone in
authority and to instill confidence among students and parents as to the essential fairness
of staff.

In order to develop an environment conducive to learning, the principal shall confer with
certificated staff at least once per year to develop and/or review rules of conduct to be
employed in the school and corrective actions and punishment that may be employed in
the event of rule infractions.

A teacher shall have the authority to exclude a student from his/her classroom pursuant to
the provisions of Section 1.C of this policy.

3. Detention

For minor infractions of school rules or regulations, or for minor misconduct, staff may
detain students after school hours for not more than 40 minutes on any given day.

Preceding the assignment of such corrective action, the staff member shall inform the
student of the nature of the offense charged and of the specific conduct which allegedly
constitutes the violation. The student shall be afforded an opportunity to explain or justify
his/her actions to the staff member.

Detention shall not begin until the parent has been notified (except in the case of the adult
student) for the purpose of informing him/her of the basis and reason for the detention
and to permit him/her to make arrangements for the necessary transportation of the
student when he/she has been detained after school hours for corrective action.

Students detained for corrective action shall be under the direct supervision of the staff
member or another member of the professional staff.

The principal shall be responsible for seeing that the time which the student spends for
corrective action shall be used constructively.

4. In-School Suspension

The board of directors supports efforts to bring about a positive learning climate in the
school. The district strives to employ staff who are skilled in the most effective
instructional techniques and who are sensitive to the unique needs of each individual
student.



The need for order in the school and classroom is basic to learning. Rules are established
to preserve the integrity of classroom and school in order to accomplish this need.
Students who are in violation of school rules not only deprive themselves of the
opportunity to learn but they interfere with the progress of others.

The district strives to maintain high standards of attendance. Students who are not in
school are denied the opportunity to learn. Corrective actions including suspension and
expulsion are reserved to those students who actively threaten other students, staff or the
overall school environment.

The district, therefore, has created an in-school suspension program which temporarily
removes the student from the regular environment but permits the student to maintain
his/her educational progress.

Students who are assigned to in-school suspension are granted this opportunity as a
privilege and are expected to comply with the expectations of staff. The superintendent
shall establish guidelines for the operation of the in-school suspension program.

5. Appeal Process for Disciplinary Action

Any parent or student who is aggrieved by the imposition of discipline shall have the
right to an informal conference with the principal for the purpose of resolving the
grievance. At such conference the student and parent shall be subject to questioning by
the principal and shall be entitled to question staff involved in the matter being grieved.

The parent and student after exhausting this remedy, shall have the right, upon 2 school
business days’ prior notice, to present a written and/or oral grievance to the
superintendent. If the grievance is not resolved, the parent and student, upon 2 school
business days’ prior notice, shall have the right to present a written grievance to the
school board during its next regular meeting. A closed meeting may be held for the
purpose of considering the grievance. The board shall notify the parent and student of its
response to the grievance within 10 school business days after the date when the
grievance was presented. The disciplinary action shall continue notwithstanding
implementation of the grievance procedure unless the principal, superintendent or board
elects to postpone such action.

6. Suspensions or Expulsions

The nature and circumstances of the student conduct violation must reasonably warrant a
suspension or expulsion. As a general rule no student shall be suspended for a short or
long term unless other forms of corrective action reasonably calculated to modify his/her
conduct have previously been imposed upon the student as a consequence of misconduct
of the same nature.

However, a student may be suspended for exceptional misconduct, other than
absenteeism, when such misconduct is of frequent occurrence or is serious in nature
and/or is disruptive to the operation of the school. The superintendent, following
consultation with a representative ad hoc citizens’ committee, shall recommend for board
approval, the nature and extent of the corrective actions and/or punishments which may
be imposed as a consequence of exceptional misconduct. An exception may be granted
by an administrator and/or hearing officer when warranted by extenuating circumstances.
No student shall be suspended or expelled because of one or more unexcused absence(s)
pursuant to Board Policy 3122.

7. Short-Term Suspension



In the event the proposed corrective action of a student is to include the denial of the
right of school attendance from any single class for 3 to 10 school days or full schedule
of classes for 1 and to 10 school days, a conference shall first be conducted with the
student as follows:

A. An oral or written notice of the charges shall be provided to the student;

B. An oral or written explanation of the evidence in support of the charges shall be
provided to the student;

C. An oral or written explanation of the suspension which may be imposed shall be
provided to the student; and

D. The student shall be provided the opportunity to present his/her explanation.

The parent of the student shall be notified of the reason for the suspension and the
duration of the suspension orally or by U.S. mail as soon as reasonably possible. Any
student subject to a short-term suspension shall be provided the opportunity upon return
to make up assignments and tests if:

A. Such assignments or tests have a substantial effect upon the student’s semester grade
or grades; or

B. Failure to complete such assignments or tests would preclude the student from
receiving credit for the course or courses.

. Appeal Process for Short-Term Suspension

Any parent or student who is aggrieved by the imposition of a short-term suspension
shall have the right to an informal conference with the principal for the purpose of
resolving the grievance. At such conference the student and parent shall be subject to
questioning by the principal and shall be entitled to question staff involved in the matter
being grieved.

The parent and student after exhausting this remedy shall have the right, upon 2 school
business days’ prior notice, to present a written and/or oral grievance to the
superintendent. If the grievance is not resolved, the parent and student, upon 2 school
business days’ prior notice, shall have the right to present a written grievance to the
school board at its next regular meeting. A closed meeting may be held for the purpose of
considering the grievance. The board shall notify the parent and student of its response to
the grievance within 10 school business days after the date when the grievance was
presented. The short-term suspension shall continue notwithstanding implementation of
the grievance procedure unless the principal, superintendent or board elects to postpone
such action.

. Emergency Expulsion

A student may be excluded from school prior to a hearing without other forms of
corrective action if the principal reasonably believes the student is an immediate and
continuing danger to himself/herself, other students, staff, or administrators or is a
substantial disruption to the educational process of the district. Such emergency
expulsion shall continue until the student is reinstated by the principal or until a fair
hearing is held and a final determination reached. The hearing officer may continue the
emergency expulsion if he/she finds that the student continues to present an immediate
and continuing danger to himself/herself, other students, staff, or administrators or
continues to cause a substantial disruption to the educational process of the district.

The provisions governing notice and hearing of regular long-term suspensions or
expulsions shall apply except:

A. Written notice of the emergency expulsion shall be sent by certified letter deposited
in the U. S. mail within twenty-four hours of the expulsion or by hand delivery to the
student’s parent(s) or guardian(s) within twenty-four hours of the expulsion and
documenting delivery by obtaining his or her signature acknowledging receipt or the
written certification of the person making the delivery;

B. The parent and student shall have ten school business days after receipt of the notice
during which to request a hearing. A schedule of “school business days” potentially
applicable to the exercise of such hearing right should be included with the notice;
and

C. The hearing officer shall render the decision within 1 school business day after the
conclusion of the hearing.

Long-Term Suspensions or Expulsions

A long-term suspension or expulsion may be imposed by the principal only after a fair
hearing is made available to the affected student and parent. Written notice of the hearing
shall be delivered to the parent and student by certified mail or in person. The notice shall
be in the parent’s primary language and shall supply (1) the alleged misconduct and the
school rules alleged to have been violated, (2) the recommended corrective action or
punishment, (3) the right to a hearing, (4) the notice that if a written request for a hearing
is not received by the staff member named in the notice within 3 school business days
after the notice is received, the hearing shall be waived and the recommended corrective
action or punishment shall take effect, and (5) the date by which the request for a hearing
must be received.

If a hearing is requested, the superintendent shall schedule the matter for a hearing within
3 school business days of such request.

The parent and student and the district or representatives shall be permitted to inspect in
advance of such hearing any affidavits or exhibits which are to be submitted at the
hearing. The parent and student shall have the opportunity to be represented by counsel,
to explain the alleged misconduct and to present affidavits, exhibits, and such witnesses
as desired, as well as the opportunity to question witnesses.

The hearing shall be conducted before a hearing officer appointed by the superintendent.
Such hearing officer shall not be a witness and shall determine the facts of each case
solely on the evidence presented at the hearing. The hearing officer shall state in writing
the findings as to the facts, conclusions and disposition to be made. The decision shall be
provided to the parent and student or counsel.

Appeal Process for Long-Term Suspension or Expulsion

If a long-term suspension or expulsion is imposed, the parent and student shall have the
right to appeal the hearing officer’s decision by filing a written notice of appeal at the
office of the hearing officer within 3 school business days after the date of receipt of the
decision. The long term suspension or expulsion shall be in effect while the appeal is
pending. The board shall schedule and hold a meeting to informally review the matter
within 10 school business days from receipt of such appeal. The purpose of the meeting
shall be to confer with the parties in order to decide upon the most appropriate means of
handling the appeal. At that time the student, parent, and/or counsel shall be given the
right to be heard and shall be granted the opportunity to present such witnesses and
testimony as the board deems reasonable. Prior to adjournment, the board shall agree to
one of the following procedures:

A. Study the hearing record or other materials submitted and record its findings within
10 school business days;

B. Schedule and hold a special meeting to hear further arguments on the case and record
its findings within 15 school business days; or

C. Hear and try the case de novo before the board within 10 school business days.

Any decision by the board to impose or to affirm, reverse or modify the imposition of
suspension or expulsion upon a student shall be made only by:

A. Those board members who have heard or read the evidence,
B. Those board members who have not acted as a witness in the matter, and
C. A majority vote at a meeting at which a quorum of the board is present.

Within 30 days of receipt of the board’s final decision, any parent and student desiring to
appeal any action upon the part of the board regarding the suspension or expulsion may
serve a notice of appeal upon the board and file such notice with the superior court clerk
of the county. Such notice shall also set forth in a clear and concise manner the errors
complained of.

Emergency Removal

A student may be removed immediately from a class or subject by a teacher or
administrator without other forms of corrective action and sent to the principal or a
designated school official, without first attempting corrective action, provided that the
teacher or administrator has good and sufficient reason to believe that the student’s
presence poses an immediate and continuing danger to the student, other students or staff
or an immediate and continuing threat of substantial disruption of the class, subject, or
educational process of the student’s school. The removal shall continue only until:

A. The danger or threat ceases, or

B. The principal acts to impose discipline, impose a short-term or long-term suspension
or expulsion or to impose an emergency expulsion.

The principal shall meet with the student as soon as reasonably possible following the
student’s removal and take or initiate appropriate corrective action or punishment. In no
case shall the student’s opportunity for such meeting be delayed beyond commencement
of the next school day.

The teacher or administrator who removed the student shall be notified of the action
which has been taken or initiated.

Readmission Application Process

Any student who has been suspended or expelled shall be allowed to make application
for readmission at any time. If a student desires to be readmitted to the school from which
he/she has been suspended/ expelled, the student shall submit a written application to the
principal, who shall recommend admission or non-admission. If a student wishes
admission to another school, he/she shall submit the written application to the
superintendent. The application shall include:

A. Reasons the student wants to return and why the request should be considered;
B. Evidence which supports the request; and
C. A supporting statement from the parent or others who may have assisted the student.

The superintendent shall, in writing, advise the parent and student of the decision within
seven (7) school days of the receipt of such application.

PROHIBITION OF CORPORAL PUNISHMENT

Corporal punishment is any act which willfully inflicts or willfully causes the infliction of
physical pain on a student, and is not permitted.

Corporal punishment does not include:

A.

The use of reasonable physical force by an administrator, teacher, other school employee
or volunteer as necessary to maintain order to prevent a student from harming
him/herself, other students, school staff and other persons, or property;

Physical pain or discomfort resulting from or caused by training for or participation in
athletic competition or recreational activity voluntarily engaged in by a student;

Physical exertion shared by all students in a teacher directed class activity, which may
include, but is not limited to, physical education exercises, field trips or vocational
education projects; or

Physical restraint or the use of aversive therapy as part of a behavior management

STUDENTS AND TELECOMMUNICATION DEVICES

While on school property or while attending school-sponsored or school-related activities
students may possess and use personal telecommunication devices including but not limited
to pagers, beepers and cellular phones provided that such devices do not pose a threat to
academic integrity, disrupt the learning environment or violate the privacy rights of others.

Students in possession of telecommunications devices and other related electronic devices
shall observe the following conditions:

A.

Devices shall not be used in a manner that disrupts the educational process, including, but
not limited to, posing a threat to academic integrity or violating confidentiality or privacy
rights of another individual.

Telecommunication devices shall be turned on and operated only before and after the
regular school day and during the student’s lunch break, unless an emergency situation
exists that involves imminent physical danger or a school administrator authorizes the
student to do otherwise.

Students who violate this policy will be subject to disciplinary action, including losing
the privilege of bringing the device onto school property. In addition, an administrator
may confiscate the device, which shall only be returned to the student’s parent/guardian.

Students are responsible for devices they bring to school. The District shall not be
responsible for loss, theft or destruction of devices brought onto school property.

Students shall comply with any additional rules develop by the school concerning the
appropriate use of telecommunication or other electronic devices.

STUDENT IMMUNIZATION AND LIFE THREATENING HEALTH CONDITIONS

Immunizations

In order to safeguard the school community from the spread of certain communicable
diseases and in recognition that prevention is a means of combating the spread of disease, the
board requires a student to present evidence of his/her having been immunized against the
following diseases as recommended by the State Board of Health: diphtheria, pertussis
(whooping cough), tetanus, poliomyelitis, measles, rubella, mumps, hepatitis B, varicella
(chickenpox) for children under thirteen years of age and haemophilus influenzae type B
disease. A student satisfies the measles requirement upon a physician's verification that the
student has had measles (rubeola).

Meningococcal Immunizations Information Distribution

The district shall provide parents and guardians of students in sixth grade and above with
information about meningococcal disease at the beginning of every school year. The
information shall address the characteristics of the disease; where to find additional
information about the disease; vaccinations for children; and current recommendations from
the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention regarding receiving the vaccine.

Human Papillomavirus Disease Information

At the beginning of every school year, from sixth through twelfth grade the district shall
provide parents and guardians with information, provide by the state Department Of Health
about human papillomavirus disease and its vaccine.

The information shall include the causes and symptoms of human papillomavirus, how the
disease is spread, the places where parents and guardians may obtain additional information
and vaccinations for their children and current recommendations from the Centers for
Disease Control Prevention regarding the vaccine.

Life-Threatening Health Conditions

Prior to attendance at school, each child with a life-threatening health condition shall present
a medication or treatment order addressing the condition. A life threatening health condition
means a condition that will put the child in danger of death during the school day if a
medication or treatment order providing authority to a registered nurse and nursing plan are
not in place. Following submission of the medication or treatment order, a nursing plan shall
be developed.

Students who have a life-threatening health condition and no medication or treatment order
presented to the school shall be excluded from school, to the extent that the district can do so
consistent with federal requirements for students with disabilities under the Individuals with



Disabilities Act and Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, and pursuant to the
following due process requirements:

A.

Written notice to the parents, guardians or persons in loco parentis delivered to the
parents in person or by certified mail.

Notice of the applicable laws, including a copy of the laws and rules.

The order that the student shall be excluded from school immediately and until a
medication or treatment order is presented.

Describe the rights of the parents and student to a hearing, the hearing process and
explain that the exclusion continues until the medication or treatment plan is presented or
the hearing officer determines that the student should no longer be excluded from school.

If the parents request a hearing, the district shall schedule one within three school days of
receiving the request, unless more time is requested by the parents.

The hearing process shall be consistent with the procedures established for disciplinary
cases pursuant to Chapter 180-40 WAC.

INFECTIOUS DISEASES

In order to safeguard the school community from the spread of certain communicable
diseases the superintendent shall implement procedures assuring that all school buildings are
in compliance with state board of health rules and regulations regarding the presence of
persons who have or have been exposed to infectious diseases deemed dangerous to the
public health. Such procedures shall also prescribe the manner in which safeguards are taken
to remove the danger to others.

The district shall require that the parents or guardian complete a medical history form at the
beginning of each school year. The nurse or school physician may use such reports to advise
the parent of the need for further medical attention and to plan for potential health problems
in school.

The board authorizes the school principal to exclude a student who has been diagnosed by a
physician or is suspected of having an infectious disease in accordance with the regulations
within the most current Infectious Disease Control Guide. The principal and/or school nurse
shall report the presence of suspected case or cases of reportable communicable disease to
the appropriate local health authority as required by the State Board of Health. Such
information concerning a student's present and past health condition shall be treated as
confidential. The principal shall cooperate with the local health officials in the investigation
of the source of the disease.

The fact that a student has been tested for a sexually transmitted disease, the test result, any
information relating to the diagnosis or treatment of a sexually transmitted disease, and any
information regarding drug or alcohol treatment for a student must be kept strictly
confidential. If the district has a release, the information may be disclosed pursuant to the
restrictions in the release.

A school principal has the authority to send an ill child home without the concurrence of the
local health officer, but if the disease is reportable, the local health officer must be notified.
The local health officer is the primary resource in the identification and control of infectious
disease in community and school. The local health officer, in consultation with the
superintendent can take whatever action deemed necessary to control or eliminate the spread
of disease, including closing a school.

MEDICATION AT SCHOOL

Under normal circumstances prescribed oral medication and oral over the counter medication
should be dispensed before and/or after school hours under supervision of the parent or
guardian. Oral medications are administered by mouth either by swallowing or inhaling
including through a mask that covers the mouth or mouth and nose.

If a student must receive prescribed or non-prescribed oral medication from an authorized
staff member, the parent must submit a written authorization accompanied by a written
request from a licensed health professional prescribing within the scope of his or her
prescriptive authority. If the medication will be administered for more than fifteen
consecutive days, the health professional must also provide written, current and unexpired
instructions for the administration of the medication.

The superintendent shall establish procedures for:

A. Training and supervision of staff members in the administration of prescribed or non-
prescribed oral medication to students by a physician or registered nurse;

B. Designating staff members who may administer prescribed or non-prescribed oral
medication to students;

C. Obtaining signed and dated parental and health professional request for the dispensing of
prescribed or

D. Non-prescribed oral medications, including instructions from health professional if the
medication is to be given for more than fifteen days;

E. Storing prescribed or non-prescribed medication in a locked or limited access facility;
and

F. Maintaining records pertaining to the administration of prescribed or non-prescribed oral
medication.

G. Permitting, under limited circumstances, students to carry and self-administer
medications necessary to their attendance at school.

No medication shall be administered by injection except when a student is susceptible to a
predetermined, life-endangering situation. In such an instance, the parent shall submit a
written and signed permission statement. Such an authorization shall be supported by signed
and dated written orders accompanied by supporting directions from the licensed health
professional. A staff member shall be trained prior to injecting a medication.



Medications administered by routes other than oral (ointments, drops, nasal inhalers,
suppositories or non-emergency injections) may not be administered by school staff other
than registered nurses or licensed practical nurses.

If the district decides to discontinue administering a student’s medication, the superintendent
or designee must provide notice to the student’s parent or guardian orally and in writing prior
to the discontinuance. There shall be a valid reason for the discontinuance that does not
compromise the health of the student or violate legal protections for the disabled.

MEDICATION AT SCHOOL

Each school principal shall authorize two staff members to administer prescribed or non-
prescribed oral medication. Oral medications are administered by mouth either by
swallowing or inhaling and may include administration by mask if the mask covers the
mouth or mouth and nose. These designated staff members will participate in an in-service
training session conducted by a physician or registered nurse prior to the opening of school
each year.

Prescribed or over-the-counter oral medication may be dispensed to students on a scheduled
basis upon written authorization from a parent with a written request by a licensed health
professional prescribing within the scope of their prescriptive authority. If the medication is
to be administered more than fifteen consecutive days the written request must be
accompanied by written instructions from a licensed health professional. Requests shall be
valid for not more than the current school year. The prescribed or non-prescribed medication
must be properly labeled and be contained in the original container. The dispenser of
prescribed or non-prescribed oral medication shall:

A. Collect the medication directly from the parent, students should not transport medication
to school, collect an authorization form properly signed by the parent and by the
prescribing health professional and collect instructions from the prescribing health
professional if the oral medication is to be administered for more than fifteen consecutive
days;

B. Store the prescription or non-prescribed oral medication (not more than a twenty (20) day
supply) in a locked, substantially constructed cabinet;

C. Maintain a daily record which indicates that the prescribed or non-prescribed oral
medication was dispensed.

D. Provide for supervision by a physician or registered nurse.

A copy of this policy shall be provided to the parent upon request for administration of
medication in the schools.

Medications administered, other than orally, may only be administered by a registered nurse
or licensed practical nurse. No prescribed medication shall be administered by injection by
staff except when a student is susceptible to a predetermined, life-endangering situation. The
parent shall submit a written statement which grants a staff member the authority to act
according to the specific written orders and supporting directions provided by licensed health
professional prescribing within his or her prescriptive authority (e.g., medication
administered to counteract a reaction to a bee sting). Such medication shall be administered
by staff trained by the supervising registered nurse to administer such an injection.



Written orders for emergency medication, signed and dated, from the licensed health
professional prescribing within his or her prescriptive authority shall:

A.

E.

State that the student suffers from an allergy which may result in an anaphylactic
reaction;

Identify the drug, the mode of administration, the dose. Epinephrine administered by
inhalation, rather than injection, may be a treatment option. This decision must be made
by the licensed health professional prescribing within his or her prescriptive authority;

Indicate when the injection shall be administered based on anticipated symptoms or time
lapse from exposure to the allergen;

Recommend follow-up after administration, which may include care of the stinger, need
for a tourniquet, administration of additional medications, transport to hospital; and

Specify how to report to the health professional prescribing within his or her prescriptive
authority and any record keeping recommendations.

If a health professional and a student’s parent request that a student be permitted to carry
his/or her own medication and/or be permitted to self-administer the medication, the
principal may grant permission after consulting with the school nurse. The process for
requesting and providing instructions shall be the same as established for oral medications.
The principal and nurse shall take into account the age, maturity and capability of the
student; the nature of the medication; the circumstances under which the student will or may
have to self-administer the medication and other issues relevant in the specific case before
authorizing a student to carry and/or self-administer medication at school. Except in the case
of multi-dose devices (like asthma inhalers), students shall only carry one day’s supply of
medication at a time. Violations of any conditions placed on the student permitted to carry
and/or self-administer his or her own medication may result in termination of that
permission, as well as the imposition of discipline when appropriate.

CATHETERIZATION

The board authorizes that qualified staff provide for clean, intermittent bladder
catheterization (CIC) of students or assisted self-catheterization in conformance to rules
adopted by the state board of nursing.

Employees who are not licensed nurses and whose job descriptions do not require performing
catheterizations may file a written statement of refusal to perform catheterizations. Refusal
will not adversely affect the employee's job status or be grounds for dismissal.

Catheterization is permitted under the following conditions:

A. Parent, legal guardian or other person having legal control over the student file a written,
current and unexpired request that the district provide for the catheterization of the
student;

B. Licensed physician of the student file a written, current and unexpired request that
catheterization of the student be provided for during the hours when school is in session
or the hours when the student is under the supervision of school officials.

C. A registered nurse provide written, current and unexpired instructions regarding
catheterization which states which staff members are designated to provide for
catheterization and a description of the nature and extent of any supervision that is
required.

D. A staff member who is authorized to provide for catheterization must receive training
from a registered nurse consistent with the rules of the state board of nursing. Licensed
practical nurses are trained to provide catheterization as part of their professional
preparation and are not subject to this training requirement.

The district and its staff and the staff member who provides for catheterization in substantial
compliance with this policy and the rules of the state board of nursing shall not be liable in
any criminal action or for civil damages arising from providing catheterization. The district
may discontinue catheterization service for a student without being liable so long as the
affected parents/guardians are given advance oral/written notice.

EMERGENCY TREATMENT

The board recognizes that schools are responsible for providing first aid or emergency
treatment in case of sudden illness or injury to a student, but that further medical attention is
the responsibility of the parent or guardian.

When a student is injured it is the responsibility of staff to see that immediate care and
attention is given the injured party until relieved by a superior, a nurse or a doctor. Word of
the accident should be sent to the principal's office and to the nurse. The principal or
designated staff should immediately contact the parent so that the parent can arrange for care
or treatment of the injured.

In the event that the parent or emergency contact cannot be reached and in the judgment of
the principal or person in charge immediate medical attention is required, the injured student
may be taken directly to the hospital and treated by the physician on call. However, an
injured or ill student should only be moved if a first aid provider has determined that it is safe
to do so, or that it is safe to transport the student in a private vehicle. Students with head or
neck injuries should only be moved or transported by emergency medical technicians. When
the parent is located, he/she may then choose to continue the treatment or make other
arrangements.

The district is not qualified under law to comply with directives to physicians limiting
medical treatment and will not accept such directives.

The superintendent shall establish procedures to be followed in any accident, and for
providing first aid or emergency treatment to a student who is ill or injured.

SELF-ADMINISTRATION OF ASTHMA AND ANAPHYLAXIS MEDICATIONS

It is the policy of the board of directors that students with asthma or anaphylaxis are afforded
the opportunity to self-administer prescribed medications. The students’ parent or guardian
shall submit a written request and other documentation required by the school. The student’s
prescribing health care provider must provide a written treatment plan.

The student shall demonstrate competence, to possess and self-administer prescribed
medications during school and at school sponsored events, to the school’s professional
registered nurse.

The superintendent is directed to establish procedures that implement this policy and to
develop emergency rescue procedures.

SELF-ADMINISTRATION OF ASTHMA AND ANAPHYLAXIS MEDICATIONS

Students with asthma are authorized, in consultation with the school’s professional
registered nurse, to possess and self-administer medication for asthma or anaphylaxis
during the school day, during school sponsored events or while traveling to and from
school or school sponsored activities. The student shall be authorized to possess and
self-administer medication if the following conditions are met.

A. The parent or guardian must submit a written request for the student to self-
administer medication(s) for asthma or anaphylaxis;

B. A health care practitioner has prescribed the medication for use by the student
during school hours and the student has received instructions in the correct and
responsible way to use the medication(s);

C. The student demonstrates to the health care practitioner and a professional
registered nurse at the school the skill necessary to use the medication and to use
the device necessary to administer the medication;

D. The health care practitioner provides a written treatment plan for managing the
asthma or anaphylaxis episodes of the student and for use of medication during
school hours. The written treatment plan should include name and dosage of the
medication, frequency with which it may be administered, possible side effects
and the circumstances that warrant its use;

E. The parent or guardian must sign a statement acknowledging that the district shall
incur no liability as a result of any injury arising from the self-administration of
medication by the student and that the parents or guardians shall indemnify and
hold harmless the district and its employees or agents against any claims arising
out of the self administration of medication by the student.

The authorization to self medicate will be valid for the current school year only. The
parent or guardian must renew the authorization each school year.

In the event of an asthma or anaphylaxis emergency, the district shall have the following
easily accessible:

A. The student’s written treatment plan;
B. The parent or guardian’s written request that the student self medicate; and
C. The parent or guardian’s signed release of liability form.

Backup medication, if provided by the parent or guardian, shall be kept at a location in
the school to which the student has immediate access in the event of an asthma or
anaphylaxis emergency.



V. A student’s authorization to possess and self-administer medication for asthma or
anaphylaxis may be limited or revoked by the building principal after consultation with
the school’s professional registered nurse and the student’s parents or guardian if the
student demonstrates an inability to responsibly possess and self-administer such
medication.

Asthma Rescue Procedures

In the event of an asthma or anaphylactic episode, the school nurse shall be immediately
contacted. In the absence of the school nurse, the person responsible for school health duties
will be contacted. The district will follow the procedures outline in the most recent addition
of the AMES: Asthma Management in Educational Settings including:

Managing the students’ school environment;

Training school personnel in rescue procedures;

Accompanying all students exhibiting symptoms;

Providing care as designed in the student’s emergency care plan;
Calling 911, if appropriate

Notifying the students parent or guardian;

Documenting interventions;

ANAPHYLAXIS PREVENTION

The Quincy School District board of directors expects school administrators, teachers and
support staff to be informed and aware of life-threatening allergic reactions (anaphylaxis)
and how to deal with the resulting medical emergencies. For students, some common life-
threatening allergens are peanuts, tree nuts, fish, bee or other insect stings, latex, and some
medications. Affected students require planned care and support during the school day and
during school-sponsored activities.

Parents/guardians are responsible for informing the school about their student’s potential risk
for anaphylaxis and for ensuring the provision of ongoing health information and necessary
medical supplies. The district will take reasonable measures to avoid allergens for affected
students. The district will also train all staff in the awareness of anaphylaxis and prepare
them to respond to emergencies. Additionally, student specific training will be provided for
appropriate personnel.

Even with the district’s best efforts, staff and parents/guardians need to be aware that it is not
possible to achieve a completely allergen-free environment. However, the district will take
precautions to reduce the risk of a student having an anaphylactic reaction by developing
strategies to minimize the presence of allergens in schools.

The superintendent will establish procedures to support this policy.

ANAPHYLAXIS PREVENTION

For students with a medically diagnosed life-threatening allergy, the district will take appropriate
steps for the student’s safety, including implementing a nursing care plan.

Parent/Guardian Responsibility

Prior to enrolling a student, the parent/guardian will inform the school in writing of the medically
diagnosed allergy(ies) and risk of anaphylaxis. Upon receiving the diagnosis, school staff will contact
the parent/guardian to develop a nursing care plan. A nursing care plan will be developed for each
student with a medically diagnosed life-threatening allergy.

Nursing Care Plan
The written plan will identify the student’s allergies, symptoms of exposure, practical strategies to
minimize the risks, and how to respond in an emergency.

The principal or designee (school nurse) may arrange a meeting (or telephone call) with the
parent/guardian prior to the first day of attendance to develop and discuss the nursing care plan. The
plan will be developed by the parent, school nurse, and appropriate school staff. If the treatment plan
includes self-administration of medications, the parents, students, and staff will comply with Board
Policy and Procedure No. 3419, Self-Administration of Asthma and Anaphylaxis Medication.

Annually and prior to the first day of attendance, the school will have: (1) a completed nursing care
plan; (2) a written description of the treatment order, signed by a licensed health care provider; and
(3) an adequate and current supply of autoinjectors (or other medications). The school will also
recommend to the parents that a medical alert bracelet be worn by the student at all times. The
parents/guardians are responsible for notifying the school if the student’s condition changes and for
providing the medical treatment order, the auto-injectors, and medications.

Students who have a medically diagnosed life-threatening allergy and no medication or treatment
order presented to the school, shall be excluded from school as specified in Board Policy No. 3413,
Student Immunization and Life Threatening Health Conditions..

Communications Plan and Responsibility of School Staff

After the nursing care plan is developed, the school principal or a designee will inform appropriate
staff regarding the affected student. The school nurse will train appropriate staff regarding the
affected student and the nursing care plan. The plan will be distributed to appropriate staff and placed
in appropriate locations in the district (classroom, office, school bus, lunchroom, etc.). With the
permission of parents/guardian and the student, (if appropriate), other students and parents may be
given information about the student’s condition.

In-service Training

Annually, each school principal will provide an in-service training on how to minimize exposure and
how to respond to an anaphylaxis emergency. The training will include a review of avoidance
strategies, recognition of symptoms, the emergency protocols to deal with an anaphylaxis episode,
and use of an auto injector.




Student specific training and additional information will be provided (by the school nurse) to
teachers, teacher’s assistants, clerical staff, food service workers, and bus drivers who will have
known contact with a diagnosed student.

Controlling the Exposure to Allergens

Controlling the exposure to allergens requires the cooperation of parents, students, the health care
community, school employees, and the board. The district will discourage the sharing of food,
utensils, and containers. The district will take other precautions such as avoiding the use of party
balloons or contact with latex gloves.

The district will also identify high-risk events and areas for students with life-threatening allergies,
such as foods and beverages brought to school for seasonal events, school equipment, and curricular
materials used by large numbers of students (play-dough, stuffed toys, science projects, etc.)

During school-sponsored activities, appropriate supervisors and staff will be made aware of the
identity of the student with life-threatening allergies, the allergens, symptoms, and treatment. The
lead teacher will ensure that the auto-injector is brought on field trips.

No student with a life-threatening allergy will be left in the care of untrained staff. The school nurses
will train staff who work with the student, including bus staff. Substitute staff will be provided with

the student’s care plan upon signing in at the school.

The district maintenance department will establish appropriate cafeteria cleaning protocols to remove
allergens. They will also strive to ensure that playground equipment is free of insect nests.

Whenever possible, schools will keep cafeteria windows closed and outdoor garbage storage away
from eating, studying, and play areas.

The district food services department will strive to eliminate known peanut products from the menu.
Each school nurse will provide the food service director with a list of known food allergies in their
assigned schools. This list will be derived from information provided by parents on the annual student
health forms.

School staff will encourage and facilitate students to wash their hands.

Other student-specific prevention measures, such as an “allergy-aware” lunch table, will be
implemented as needed; after discussion with the parents, school nurse, student and staff.

CHILD ABUSE, NEGLECT AND EXPLOITATION PREVENTION

Child abuse, neglect and exploitation are violations of children's human rights and an
obstacle to their educational development. The board directs that staff shall be alert for any
evidence of such abuse, neglect or exploitation. For purposes of this policy, “child abuse,
neglect or exploitation” shall mean:

A. Inflicting physical injury on a child by other than accidental means, causing death,
disfigurement, skin bruising, impairment of physical or emotional health, or loss or
impairment of any bodily function.

B. Creating a substantial risk of physical harm to a child’s bodily functioning.

C. Committing or allowing to be committed any sexual offense against a child as defined in
the criminal code, or intentionally touching, either directly or through the clothing, the
genitals, anus or breasts of a child for other than hygiene, child care or health care
purposes.

D. Committing acts which are cruel or inhumane regardless of observable injury. Such acts
may include, but are not limited to, instances of extreme discipline demonstrating a
disregard of a child’s pain or mental suffering.

E. Assaulting or criminally mistreating a child as defined by the criminal code.

F. Failing to provide food, shelter, clothing, supervision or health care necessary to a child’s
health or safety.

G. Engaging in actions or omissions resulting in injury to, or creating a substantial risk to
the physical or mental health or development of a child.

H. Failing to take reasonable steps to prevent the occurrence of the preceding actions.

Child abuse can include abuse by another minor and so may be included in incidents of
student misconduct.

When feasible, the district will provide community education programs for prospective
parents, foster parents and adoptive parents on parenting skills and on the problems of child
abuse and methods to avoid child abuse situations. The district shall also encourage staff to
participate in in-service programs that deal with the issues surrounding child abuse.

The superintendent shall develop reporting procedures, including sample indicators of abuse
and neglect, and shall disseminate the procedures to all staff. The purpose is to identify and
report as soon as possible to the proper authorities all evidence of child abuse or neglect.

Classified and certificated staff are legally responsible for reporting all suspected cases of
child abuse and neglect, and all staff are required to by the district. Under state law staff are

free from liability for reporting instances of abuse or neglect and professional staff are

criminally liable for failure to do so.

Staff need not verify that a child has in fact been abused or neglected. Any conditions or
information that may reasonably be related to abuse or neglect should be reported. Legal
authorities have the responsibility for investigating each case and taking such action as is

appropriate under the circumstances.

STUDENT SPORTS — CONCUSSIONS AND HEAD INJURIES

The Quincy School District Board of Directors recognizes that concussions and head injuries
are commonly reported injuries in children and adolescents who participate in sports and
other recreational activities. The Board acknowledges the risk of catastrophic injuries or
death is significant when a concussion or head injury is not properly evaluated and managed.
Therefore, all competitive sport activities in the District will be identified by the
administration.

Consistent with Washington law, the District will utilize guidelines developed with the
Washington Interscholastic Activities Association (WIAA) and other pertinent information
and forms to inform and educate coaches, youth athletes, and their parents and/or guardians
of the nature and risk of concussions or head injuries, including the dangers associated with
continuing to play after a concussion or head injury.

Annually, the district will distribute a head injury and concussion information sheet to all
parents and guardians of student participants in competitive sport activities. The
parent/guardian and student must return a signed acknowledgement indicating that they have
reviewed and understand the information provided before the student participates in any
covered activity. Until this acknowledgement form is returned and on file with the District,
the student may not practice or compete.

All coaches, including volunteers, will complete training as required in the District
procedure. Additionally, all coaches of competitive sport activities will comply with WIAA
guidelines for the management of head injuries and concussions.

STUDENT SPORTS — CONCUSSIONS AND HEAD INJURIES

Concussion and Head Injury Management in Student Sports
A. Athletic Director or Administrator in Charge of Athletics Duties:

1.

Updating: Each spring, the athletic director, or the administrator in charge of athletics
if there is no athletic director, shall review any changes that have been made in forms
required for concussion and head injury management by consulting with the WIAA
or the WIAA Web site. If there are any updated forms, they will be adopted and used
for the upcoming school year.

Identifying Sports: By June 30 of each year, the athletic director or administrator in
charge will identify competitive sport activities in the district for which compliance
with the concussion and head injury policy is required. A list of competitive sports
activities and the district’s policy and procedure (insert policy and procedure
number) will be distributed to all coaching staff and volunteers.

B. Coach Training: All coaches shall undergo training in head injury and concussion

management at least once every two years by one of the following means: (1) through
attendance at a WIAA or similar clock hour presentation which uses WIAA guidelines;
or (2) by completing WIAA online training.

. Parent Information Sheet: On a yearly basis, a concussion and head injury information
sheet shall be signed and returned by the youth athlete and the athlete's parent and/or
guardian prior to the youth athlete's initiating practice or competition. This information
sheet may be incorporated into the parent permission sheet which allows students to
participate in extracurricular athletics.

. Coach’s Responsibility: A youth athlete who is suspected of sustaining a concussion or
head injury in a practice or game shall be immediately removed from play.

. Return to Play After Concussion or Head Injury: A student athlete who has been
removed from play may not return to play until the athlete is evaluated by a licensed
health care provider trained in the evaluation and management of concussion and

receives written clearance to return to play from that health care provider. The health care

provider may be a volunteer.

EMERGENCIES

Drills:
1.

Fire Drills

Students shall receive instruction so that in case of fire or sudden emergency they
shall be able to leave their particular building in the shortest time possible, or take
such other steps as the particular emergency demands, and without confusion or
panic. Fire drills shall be held six times each year.

The superintendent is directed to develop emergency evacuation procedures for each
building.

Lockdowns

Students will receive instruction so that in the event of the breach of security of a
school building or campus; staff, students and visitors will be able to take positions in
secure enclosures. A lockdown drill shall be held at least once each school year.

Evacuations

Students will receive instruction so that in the event the school or district needs to be
evacuated, they will be able to leave the building in the shortest time possible and
take the safest route possible to another school or facility.

Shelter-in-Place

Students will receive instruction so that in the case of a hazardous vapor release that
doesn’t allow time to evacuate the campus, they will be able to remain inside, and
take the steps necessary to eliminate or minimize the health and safety hazard. A
shelter-in-place drill shall be held at least once each school year.

Annually, at least one drill will be conducted using the school mapping system.

Earthquakes

The board recognizes the importance of protecting staff, students and facilities in the
event of an earthquake. Facilities shall be designed and maintained in a manner that
recognizes the potential danger from such an occurrence. Likewise, staff must be
prepared to take necessary action to protect students and staff from harm.

The superintendent shall establish guidelines and action taken by building principals
should an earthquake occur while school is in session.

Bomb Threats
The superintendent shall establish procedures for action in the event that any threat is
received toward the school by telephone, letter, orally or by other means.

Emergency School Closure or Evacuation
When weather conditions or other circumstances make it unsafe to operate schools
the superintendent is directed to determine whether schools should be started late,



closed for the day or transportation will be provided only on emergency routes. Those
decisions will be communicated through community media resources pursuant to a
plan developed by the superintendent or designee.

8. Pandemic/Epidemic
The board recognizes that a pandemic outbreak is a serious threat that could affect
students, staff and the community. The superintendent or a designee shall serve as a
liaison between the school district and local health officials. The district liaison, in
consultation with local health officials, shall ensure that a pandemic/epidemic plan
exists in the district and establish procedures to provide for staff and student safety
during such an emergency.

When an emergency within a school or its surrounding area necessitates evacuation and/or
total or partial closure of the schools within the district, staff shall be responsible for aiding
in the safe evacuation of the students within the endangered school or its surrounding area.

The superintendent shall establish procedures for the emergency closure of a building or
department.

ASSOCIATED STUDENT BODIES

An associated student body (ASB) shall be formed in each school within the district
whenever one or more students in that school engage in money-raising activities with the
approval and at the direction or under the supervision of the district. An associated student
body shall be a formal organization of students, including sub-components or affiliated
student groups. Each associated student body shall submit a constitution and bylaws to the
board for approval. The constitution and bylaws shall identify how student activities become
approved as student body activities and establish standards for their supervision, governance
and financing. Subject to such approval process, any lawful activity which promotes the
educational, recreational or cultural growth of students as an optional extracurricular or co-
curricular activity may be considered for recognition as an associated student body activity.
Any lawful fund raising practices that are consistent with the goals of the district and which
do not bring disrespect to the district or its students may be acceptable methods and means
for raising funds for student body activities. The board of directors may act or delegate the
authority to a staff member to act as the associated student body for any school which
contains no grade higher than grade six.

The principal shall designate a staff member as the primary advisor to the ASB and assure
that all groups affiliated with the ASB have an advisor assigned to assist them. Advisors shall
have the authority and responsibility to intervene in any activities that are inconsistent with
district policy, ASB standards, student safety or ordinarily accepted standards of behavior in
the community. When in doubt, advisors shall consult the principal regarding the propriety of
proposed student activities. Student activities cannot include support or opposition to any
political candidate or ballot measure.

Each ASB shall prepare and submit annually a budget for the support of the ASB program to
the board for approval. All property and money acquired by ASBs, except private
nonassociated student body funds, shall be district funds and shall be deposited and disbursed
from the district's associated student body program fund. Money acquired by associated
student body groups through fund raising and donations for scholarships, student exchanges
and charitable purposes shall be private nonassociated student body fund moneys.
Solicitation of funds for nonassociated student body fund purposes must be voluntary and
must be accompanied by notice of the intended use of the proceeds and the fact that the
district will hold the funds in trust for their intended purpose. Nonassociated student body
fund moneys shall be disbursed as determined by the group raising the money. Private
nonassociated student body funds shall be held in trust by the district for the purposes
indicated during the fund raising activities until the student group doing the fund raising
requests disbursement of the funds and the accounts of the fundraising are complete and
reconciled.

STUDENT FEES, FINES, CHARGES

The district shall provide an educational program for the students as free of costs as possible.
The superintendent may approve the use of supplementary supplies or materials for which a
charge is made to the student so long as the charge does not exceed the cost of the supplies or
materials, students are free to purchase them elsewhere, or provide reasonable alternatives,
and a proper accounting is made of all moneys received by staff for supplies and materials.

The board delegates authority to the superintendent to establish appropriate fees and
procedures governing the collection of fees and to make annual reports to the board
regarding fee schedules. Arrangements shall be made for the waiver or reduction of fees for
students whose families, by reason of their low income, would have difficulty paying the full
fee. The USDA Child Nutrition Program guidelines shall be used to determine qualification
for waiver. The superintendent shall establish a procedure for notifying parents of the
availability of fee waivers and reductions.

A student shall be responsible for the cost of replacing materials or property which are lost or
damaged due to negligence. A student's grades, transcripts or diploma may be withheld until
restitution is made by payment or the equivalency through voluntary work. The student or
his/her parents may appeal the imposition of a charge for damages to the superintendent and
board of directors.

The student and his/her parents shall be notified regarding the nature of the violation or
damage, how restitution may be made, and how an appeal may be instituted. When the
damages or fines do not exceed $100, the student or his/her parents shall have the right to an
informal conference with the principal. As is the case for appealing a short-term suspension,
the principal's decision may be appealed to the superintendent and to the board of directors.
When damages are in excess of $100, the appeal process for long-term suspension shall

apply.

If a student has transferred to another school district that has requested the student's records,
but that student has an outstanding fee or fine, only records pertaining to the student's
academic performance, special placement, immunization history, attendance, history of
violent behavior, violent offenses, sex offenses, inhaling toxic fumes, drug offenses, liquor
violations, assault, kidnapping, harassment, stalking or arson, and discipline actions shall be
sent to the enrolling school. The content of those records shall be communicated to the
enrolling district within two school days and copies of the records shall be sent as soon as
possible. The official transcript will not be sent until the outstanding fee or fine is
discharged. The enrolling school shall be notified that the official transcript is being withheld
due to an unpaid fee or fine.

FUND RAISING ACTIVITIES INVOLVING STUDENTS

The board acknowledges that the solicitation of funds from students, staff and citizens must
be limited since students are a captive audience and since solicitation can disrupt the program
of the schools. Solicitation and collection of money by students for any purpose including the
collection of money in exchange for tickets, papers, magazine subscriptions, or for any other
goods or services for the benefit of an approved school organization may be permitted by the
superintendent providing that the instructional program is not adversely affected.

The superintendent shall establish rules and regulations for the solicitation of funds by
approved school organizations, official school-parent groups and by outside organizations.
The principal shall distribute these rules and regulations to each student organization granted
permission to solicit funds.

FUNDRAISING ACTIVITIES INVOLVING STUDENTS

Guidelines for student fund raising activities are as follows:

A.
B.

Student participation must be voluntary.

The fund raising activity must be such that it is not likely to create a poor public relations
image. All parties involved in fundraising shall be sensitive to the demands placed on the
community through a multitude of fundraising efforts. Fundraising activities shall be
coordinated through building principals to alleviate over burdening the community and
its agencies.

. Fundraising activities must not interfere with the educational program and shall be of

direct benefit to the students, school and/or educational process...

Fund raising activities conducted by associated student bodies or sub-groups thereof must
conform to the district ASB accounting requirements. Expenditures of all ASB funds
must be approved by the ASB.

Fund raising activities conducted by outside groups (including parent groups) must not
involve the official student body organizations and must not utilize district materials,
supplies, facilities or staff unless reimbursement is made.

Sponsorship of fund raising activities by schools' official parent groups, even where
moneys realized shall be donated to associated student bodies, is encouraged to minimize
accounting difficulties. If fund raising activities are co-sponsored by a student body
organization and a parent group, an arrangement for the proportional sharing of expenses
and profits or losses should be made prior to initiation of fund raising.

The following fund raising activities are approved:

1. Sales of goods (candy, T-shirts, etc.) or magazines,

2. Car washes, school supplies, rummage and garage sales and spaghetti dinners,
3. Paper drives, bottle drives, etc. that do not interfere with the school day,
4

Skating and bowling parties provided there is adequate supervision and liability
protection,

5. Jogathons or walkathons provided that there are no more than one per building during
a school year,

6. Basketball games if liability insurance for participants and facilities is included in the
contract, and

7. Talent, variety, musical, and drama productions (after school hours).
Any major purpose fund-raising activity that is not listed above must have the approval
of the superintendent.

Fund-raising activities in excess of $5,000 must be submitted by the principal to the
superintendent for approval. Application for approval must include:



1. The sponsoring group,
2. The proposed activity,
3. The manner in which the money is to be collected, and
4. The purpose.
I.  When the ASB shares in the receipts derived from vending machine operations or from
the sale of student pictures, such activities must be in compliance with policy.

J. Any outside group other than an official school-parent group must have district office
approval before conducting fund raising activities within a school or schools. Such
outside organizations or persons seeking to raise funds from or through students:

1. Must work through established official parent organizations and not with or through
student body organizations or the administration.

2. May not use school materials, supplies, facilities, or staff without proper
reimbursement. Requests to the administration for access to students for purposes of
fund raising should be referred to the appropriate parent organization, which shall
have the option of permitting the outside group to utilize the parent organization's
normal method of communication to transmit information concerning the fund
raising.

3. Shall not collect money in school buildings as part of fund raising activities. Fund
collections must be made by other means in other locations under the supervision of
the official parent groups, except that each school may permit the official parent
organization to maintain one box in the school's central office for deposit of
envelopes containing funds from a permissible fund raising activity.

4. May display a sign announcing a fund raising activity. Brochures explaining the
program may be made available to students through the school office.
